Now travel to South Africa has
also become much shorter,
because of the new flight options
which came up since recently.
Another huge advantage is the
fact that the destination lies in
the same time zone as Moscow.
So there is no problem of long
acclimatization, which is
common in the travel to many
exotic countries.

Sun International is a very well
known hotel chain originating
from South Africa, which has
been successful on the Russian
market.

In February 2009 it conducted

The tour began in Capetown,
believed as the most
“European” city of South
Africa.
